CS2468 Tutorial One
The purpose of this tutorial is to familiarize you with the Java programming environment in the CSLAB, and to give you some practice on the Stack data structure. 

Question 1 - CSLab Java programming environments
Build the following TestCircle1 program. 

1) Open Eclipse.

To open Eclipse, click on the “CSLAB Menu” icon, and select Eclipse to start the application.

Opening Eclipse for the first time, you will be greeted by the welcome screen. Close the welcome view in order to go to the main IDE window.

2) Create a new project. 

· Select New > Java Project. A dialog box like Figure 1 will pop up. 
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Figure 1: Create a new project

· Type the name of your project, e.g. tut1.

· Click Finish to enter your project.

3) Create your first program

· To create a class, right click on the Project, and select New > Class.
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· In the field Name, type the name of your class. Enter TestCircle1 for our first program, then click Finish.

· The Java editor will automatically open showing your new class.

· You can get the program from the website of the  Course. .

· To run your application. Right click on your class, Run As > Java Application. The Console view should appear at the bottom and display your output.
